(60 °C ar auksciau), kad biity sunaikintos likusios blakés ar jy kiauSinéliai.

Daiktus, kuriy negalima skalbti, déti } dZiovykle aukStoje temperatiiroje arba sandariai
uzdaryti | hermetiSkus maiSus kelioms savaitéms.

Lagaminus su drabuZiais laikyti kuo toliau nuo lovos, pavyzdZiui, vonioje arba prie
dury.

Reguliariai tikrinti patalpas ir pranesti bendrabuc¢io administracijai apie bet kokius
pasikartojancius blakiy pozymius.

I§ spinteliy, lentyny, esanciy virtuvéje, vonioje ir tualete iSimti daiktus, iStraukti stalCius
ir atlaisvinti vieta po jomis, atlaisvinti Siuksliadézes (galima daiktus palikti vidury
kambario);

Esant galimybei lovas, fotelius, spinteles, komodas atitraukti nuo sieny, kad bty
galima apruosti grindjuostes, baldy ir jrengimy nugaréles;

Uztikrinti pri¢jimg prie vamzdyny virtuvéje, vonioje, tualete, ventiliaciniy angy,
rozeciy;

ISnesti 1§ darbams ruoSiamy patalpy (buto) arba sudéti j sandariai uzdaromus
Saldytuvus, indus, maiSelius arba apdengti plévele visus maisto produktus, bei maisto
produkty gamyboje naudojamg inventoriy (indai ir kt.), uzdengti akvariumus;

Visas patalpas, kuriose bus atlieckama dezinsekcija, iSvalyti, paSalinant neSvarumus uz
ir tarp jrenginiy, baldy bei po jais, iSplauti grindis ir kitus pavirsius;

Prie§ pat pradedant darbg atjungti elektra ir iSjungti elektros jrenginius i$ elektros
tinklo, i§jungti prieSgaisring signalizacija;

Vykdant dezinsekcija patalpose neturi biiti gyviiny ir paSaliniy Zzmoniy. Suinteresuotas
asmuo, likes patalpoje dezinfekuotojo darbo metu, privalo dévéti kvépavimo ir odos
apsaugos priemones;

Po dezinsekcijos:

2 valandas po dezinsekcijos pabaigos patalpos turi biti uzdarytos, langai ir durys —
uzdaryti, po to patalpos turi biiti gerai i§védintos.

Visos pavirSiaus dalys, kurios tiesiogiai lie¢iasi su maistu ir/ar Zmogaus oda, po
dezinsekcijos turi biiti nuplautos Sarminémis plovimo priemonémis.

Parazity elgesys po dezinsekcijos:

Net pora savai¢iy po naikinimo darby yra normalu patalpose dazniau rasti tiek negyvy, tiek
apsvaigusiy, dienos §viesos ir zmogaus nebijan¢iy vabzdziy. Tai yra visiskai normali,
iprastiné situacija, rodanti, kad kenké¢jai yra veikiami naikinimo priemoniy;

Jei pragjus 3 savaitéms po dezinsekcijos darby, aptinkama gyvy parazity arba naktimis
kartojasi blakiy jkandimai — procediirg patartina pakartoti.

GUIDELINES FOR BEDBUG EXTERMINATION

Before carrying out disinfection (insect extermination) in your premises, pest control
specialists ask you to review these guidelines to ensure the most effective results:

Prior to the disinfection, the resident must:

» Remove pillowcases, duvet covers, and bed sheets, and place them on the beds where they
are normally used.

* If possible, move beds, armchairs, bedside tables, and dressers away from the walls to allow
access to skirting boards, the backs of furniture, and equipment.

« If there is a suspicion that bedbugs were brought in from a hotel/motel, place the suitcases
used during travel next to the beds so that the technician can treat them.

* Remove from the premises — or seal tightly in refrigerators, containers, or bags, or cover
with protective film — all food products, kitchenware and utensils used for food preparation,
fish tanks must also be covered.

« Just before the treatment begins, disconnect the electricity and unplug electrical appliances.
Switch off the fire alarm system.

* During disinfection, no animals or unauthorized persons may remain on the premises. If the
resident stays during the procedure, they must wear respiratory and skin protection equipment
provided by the technician.

* Ensure the technician has access to all areas of the premises.

After the disinfection:

» Wash bed linen, clothes, and other washable belongings at high temperatures (60 °C or above)
to eliminate any remaining bedbugs or eggs.

* Items that cannot be washed should be placed in a dryer on a high-heat cycle, or sealed in
airtight bags for several weeks.

» Keep suitcases with clothes as far away from the bed as possible: in the bathroom or by the
door.

* Monitor the rooms regularly and report any signs of continued bedbug activity to the
dormitory administration.

Important: Failure to follow these recommendations increases the risk of re-infestation.



GUIDELINES ON PREPARING ROOM FOR DISINFECTION WORKS

Before performing disinfection (insect extermination) on your premises, pest control specialists
ask you to familiarize yourself with the memo to achieve the most effective results:

Before performing disinfection, the resident must:

» Remove items from cabinets, shelves in the kitchen, bathroom and toilet, pull out drawers
and free up space under them, empty trash cans (you can leave things in the middle of the
room).

« If possible, move beds, armchairs, cabinets, chests of drawers away from the walls in order
to prepare the baseboards, backs of furniture and equipment.

» Take all food products and equipment used in the production of food products (dishes, etc.)
out of the premises being prepared for work or put them in tightly closed refrigerators, dishes,
bags or cover them with film.

* Clean all rooms where disinfection will be carried out, removing dirt behind and between
devices, furniture and under them, wash the floor and other surfaces.

» Immediately before starting work, disconnect the electricity and turn off the electrical devices
from the mains.

* During disinfection, animals and outsiders must not be in the premises.

* Create conditions for the disinfectant to enter all premises of the facility.

After disinsection works:

* 2 hours after the end of disinfection, the premises must remain closed with windows and
doors, after which the premises must be well ventilated.

» All treated surfaces that come into direct contact with food and/or human skin should be
washed with alkaline detergents after disinfection exposure.

Behaviour of parasites after disinfection:
* Even a couple of weeks after the extermination work, it is normal to find both dead and
stunned insects in the premises, which are not afraid of daylight and people. This is a

completely normal, routine situation indicating that pests are exposed to exterminators.

Important: Failure to follow these recommendations increases the risk of re-infestation.
